Workshop TourWorkshop Tour

The Musical Island Boys (MIB) 
from New Zealand will tour 
Australia in March this year with 
female quartets, the Petit Fours and 
Young & Foolish presenting a series 
of a cappella singing workshops for 
young people in major capital cities.

Organised by Young Singers in 
Harmony (YSIH) [a joint venture 
between Sweet Adelines 
Australia and AAMBS], the 
workshops are open to all 
male and female secondary 
school students.   Prior to the 
workshop, YSIH will provide each singer with music and 
an mp3 learning track for a ‘work song’.   MIB will use 
that song at the workshop providing expert guidance in the 
techniques of unaccompanied four-part harmony singing.

The workshops provide a chance to listen to and 
be coached by four young men at the top of their art 
form.  The Musical Island Boys won the 2002 NZ 
Secondary Schools Barbershop Competition, then 
fi nished third in the U.S. Collegiate Competition in 
2004 and 2005.  In 2006 they became the fi rst quartet 

from outside the U.S.A. to take 
the gold medal in the Collegiate 
Competition, and they hope to 
inspire other quartets from other 
countries to continue the trend.

Last year, MIB fi nished in 
the top ten at the International 
Barbershop Quartet Open 
Championships in Anaheim, 

a truly remarkable 
achievement for an 
Australasian quartet.  

The MIB workshops 
are just one part of 

an exciting program of youth barbershop events YSIH 
have planned for 2010, including a Big Barbershop 
Day Out, and a national schools’ championship.

Please let your local schools know about this 
wonderful opportunity.  Workshops run between 20 
March to 1 April and will be held in Melbourne, Hobart, 
Adelaide, Perth, Canberra, Sydney and the Gold Coast.
